Learned counsel for the appellant is largely aggrieved by
the fact that the High Court has opined vide the impugned
judgment that the claim of the appellant for fixity of tenure
under the Kerala Land Reforms Act, 1963 has been rejected and
yet the matter has been remitted back to the trial Court with
leave to amend the suit so as to bring correct description of
the land in question.

We have heard learned counsel for the appellant on this
and other aspects for about 1 hour and 20 minutes.

We are of the view that the land is as governed by the
lease and the description of the land in the lease is what
rules. The fact as there may be some discrepancy in the
description of the land which resulted in remitting the matter

soperoek to the trial Court would not require the matter to be
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“-again sent back to the Land Tribunal for re-determination. We



are, thus, of the opinion that the impugned order cannot be

faulted on any account.

The Civil Appeal is dismissed accordingly.
