Learned counsel appearing for the petitioners pray for bail on
the ground, i.e., (i) investigation in the matter has completed and
charge-sheet has already been filed, (ii) they are in custody since
26-5-2018, (iii) there are no criminal antecedents against them and
(iv) co-accused have already been released on bail.

Learned Senior counsel appearing for the C.B.I., on the other
hand, has vehemently opposed the bail applications of the
petitioners.

Taking into consideration the fact that the petitioners are in
custody since 26-5-2018 and have thus suffered incarceration for
more than 2 years and 10 months and there is no 1likelihood of
completion of trial in the near future, we are inclined to enlarge
them on bail.

The petitioners are, therefore, directed to be released on
bail, subject to such terms & conditions which the concerned Trial
Court shall deem fit and appropriate to impose upon them.

The Special Leave Petitions are disposed of in the afore-
stated terms.
