This case was filed as petition seeking transfer of

matrimonial  proceedings.   Parties  were  referred  to

mediation.  The mediation was successful.  

Today, we have heard learned counsel for the parties.

The  parties  were  also  present.   An  application  has  been

filed (I.A. No. 145635/2021) wherein there is a prayer to

pass an order under Section 13B:

“(a) Pass  an  order  granting  a  decree  of  divorce
between the parties under sec. 13B of the Hindu
Marriage Act, 1955 read with Order LV, Rule 6 of
the Supreme Court Rules, 2013 and Article 142 of
the Constitution of India; and,

(b) Pass any other order or orders as this Hon’ble
Court may deem fit in the facts and circumstances
of the case and in the interest of justice.”

The parties have, in terms of the settlement, settled

all their disputes.  Noticing the stand of the parties that

they are desirous of the marriage being dissolved by mutual

consent by the Court also, exercising power under Article

142 of the Constitution, we declare the marriage between the
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parties  as  dissolved  by  mutual  consent  by  also  invoking

Article 142 of the Constitution.  The transfer petition is

disposed of by directing that the terms of the settlement

will form part of the order.  We also make it clear that all

the proceedings between the parties emanating from divorce

proceeding M.C. No. 49/2018 before Principal Judge, Family

Court, Raichur will come to an end as a result of the order

passed by us.
