Education & Others, reported in (2013) 3 SCC 385, to complete the

admission  process  for  admission  to  Undergraduate  Technical

Professional Courses

Mr. Navin Prakash, learned counsel appearing in support of the

applications submitted that the State Common Entrance Test Cell was

required to fill up 1,35,266 seats leading to Graduate Courses in

Engineering  and  by  30.07.2018  which  was  the  date  for  third

counselling, the CET Cell could recommend 72171 seats, from and out

of which 59751 admissions were effected.
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It is also submitted that in the third round of counselling,

the number of fresh candidates whose names were recommended for the

first time were to the tune of 6742. Even out of this lot, about

3476 candidates could not take admissions.

Learned counsel submitted that because of the flood situation

in some of the districts in Maharashtra, the difficulty was faced

by the entire student community and many of them stood deprived of

exercising their choices and options.

In his submission, the situation pertaining to courses leading

to D. Pharmacy/B. Pharmacy is more or less identical.  Out of 20863

seats available with the Common Entrance Cell, by third counselling

19579  seats  were  recommended.   Out  of  these  seats,  the  fresh

candidates who were recommended for the first time were 5548 but

about 3676 candidates could not report and take admissions in the

respective colleges.

Learned counsel also pointed out that the result in respect of

supplementary  examination  held  for  10+2  level  was  declared  on

23.08.2019  and  those  who  had  successfully  completed  said

examination  may  also  be  allowed  to  take  part  in  the  admission

process.  He relied upon the order dated 14.08.2018 passed by this

Court in M.A. No.2172 of 2018 in Civil Appeal No.9048 of 2012 where

the  express  prayer  in  respect  of  earlier  academic  session  was

allowed  with following observations:
