1. We have heard learned senior counsel for the appellants and

learned counsel for the respondent.  

2. No  case  to  interfere  with  the  impugned  judgment  dated

27.11.2018 passed by the High Court is made out.  The appeal is

accordingly dismissed.

3. However,  the  question  of  facts  may  be  raised  before  the

learned Judicial Magistrate before whom the complaint under Section

138 of the Negotiable Instruments Act, 1881 is pending.  The said

Court will adjudicate all such issues in accordance with law.

4. Since the proceedings in the complaint have remained stayed

due to interim stay order passed by this Court, the Fast-Track

Court-III, Metropolitan Magistrate, Saidapet, Chennai is directed

to take up the CC No. 4907 of 2018 fortnightly i.e., at least twice

a month and make an endeavour to conclude the same within six

months.
