We are informed by Mr. Bijan Kumar Ghosh, learned
counsel that the petitioner is aged 72 years and is
suffering from serious illness.

Learned counsel for the State submits that
there is no record of his illness which has been
produced either before the lower court or this Court.

In the facts and circumstances of the case, we
uphold the conviction of the petitioner and reduce the
sentence of imprisonment to six months.

The petitioner shall surrender within a period
of six weeks to undergo the remaining period of
sentence.

The Special Leave Petition 1is disposed of
accordingly. Pending application, if any stand
