pertaining to the financial support which is to be given to

Punjab University, Chandigarh, (Respondent No. 1 herein).  As
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per the said letter dated 19.06.2017, the Ministry,  after

examining the report of the UGC, has committed the financial

assistance to the Punjab University in the sum of Rs.207.80

crores for 2017-2018.  It also mentions the manner in which

the said Grant shall be defrayed to the Punjab University.  

Mr. Prasoon, learned senior counsel appearing for the

Punjab University, on instructions, states that University is

satisfied with the aforesaid quantum of Grant and he further

states that it is expected of the UGC and the Government of

India to keep on giving necessary financial assistance.
